Although, the best of the effort is being done by the scientific fraternity, it is a 

plight to know that every day more than one billion people are left hungry all over 

the world.

with a Plant Clinic. There were total 20 progressive farmers from South Tripura 

under the banner of Krishi Vigyan Kendra, South Tripura (BC Manu), who expressed 

a very keen interest during the training and were trained on various aspects of Good 

Agricultural Practice (GAP) and Plant Protection. Both presentations and class 

exercises were included which made the training session very interesting.  
 

On the final day, on 20th July, there was a plant clinic session at the Garjee village 

under the Matabari Block by the help of these trained plant doctors under the 

supervision of Dr Kavya Dashora and Dr Rumana Chaudhury, Scientists from CABI. 

During this session, farmers came along with the diseases plant samples and were 

guided by the team of plant doctors and scientists, after scientific diagnosis of the 

problem and the best applicable recommendation. Since such clinic will be set up in 

the village ōȅ ǘƘŜ CŀǊƳŜǊΩǎ /ƭǳō and within the reach of farmers, they do not have to 

spend money to travel to other places.  The diagnosis of the plant problems can be 

done free of charge. The trained plant doctors will be able to help themselves as 

well as the fellow farmers in the monitoring of the field for any further problem.
