The objective of the programme was to 
bring awareness among farmers and extension workers on the available technologies of water 
management for improving water productivity which in turn will improve the farm income and their 
livelihood.

Course module: Conservation & water harvesting structures, Watershed management, Soil 
classification & land use, Rainwater & Groundwater management, Nutrient management, Formation 
of SHG & group dynamics, Horticulture management, Cropping system, Benchmarking & evaluation 
of irrigation projects, Community based water management, Accounting & budgeting of watershed 
program, Poultry and duckery, Application of remote sensing in water resource development, 
Integration of animal husbandry with pasture development & agro-forestry, Pressurized irrigation 
system, Crop diversification, Multiple use of stored water, Organic farming,  Water quality 
assessment and management, etc.
