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Tropical tuber crops like tapioca, sweet potato, taro and yams have been 

cultivated in southern states of our country are making way to Eastern and North-

Eastern States too. The crops are characterized by their high productivity, resistant 

to climatic changes, less pests and disease incidence and above all, less labour 

requirement. Steps have been taken to widely promote these crops in Tripura by 

ICAR institutes like CTCRI, Trivandrum (Kerela) in collaboration with KVK, South 

Tripura.

Altogether 42 farmers 

from Garjee, Bikhora, Chandrapur and Murasingh para villages participated in the 

programmes.
